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Kid’s TV Commercials PIE Paragraph Checklist

Does the paragraph start off with a topic sentence (or two) that breaks down their thesis on gender or minority representation into some smaller topic? (“P” portion of “PIE”)

Does the writer use ample support in the paragraph in the form of data from her home study or the book study, quotes from O’Connor, description and analysis of ads from her study, and clear logic and reasoning to connect the support and provide smooth transitions? (“I” portion of the “PIE”)

Does the writer have an “E” portion of the “PIE” that clearly explains how the support informs and supports the topic sentence and/or the thesis statement? The “E” portion should be at least two sentences.

Is the “PIE” paragraph from a minimum of one half to two thirds of a page long?
